Crime Prevention Tips

The majority of home and apartment burglaries occur during the daytime when most people are away at work or

school. The summer months of July and August are usually when the most burglaries occur. Citywide we have
already experienced an increase from last month, (+ 39% change) so we are encouraging residents to consider
some burglary prevention tips.

TIP 1:Ensure that window air conditioners are not casily removable from the outside. Bolt them in place from the inside.
TIP 2: Update locking hardware on your entry doors.
TIP 3: Remove shrubs and trees from in front of windows so they can't hide possible intruders. Keep shrubs trimmed low.

TIP 4: Replace your entry doors with metal or fiber-glass doors with peepholes and minimal—if any—glass for the best security. Be
sure that they incorporate substantial locking systems. Standard key locks offer little protection and can easily be opened by intruders. If
there are glass panels in or near vour door, cover them with polycarbonate panels so that they can't be shattered and reached through to
unlock your door.

TIP 5: New patio doors—both hinged and sliding—should incorporate dual locking hardware, including both a main lock and a
deadbolt for greater protection. Sliding patio doors are especially susceptible to intruders because they can be lifted off of the track. To
prevent this, consider installing bolts through your door or verifying that your new door has devices mounted to eliminate this problem.

PUNTA 3: Quite arbustos y arboles de delante de ventanas entonces ellos no pueden esconder a intrusos posibles. Guarde arbustos recortados bajo.

PUNTA 4: Sustituya sus puertas de entrada por metal o puertas de fibra de vidrio con mirillas y minimal*if any*glass para la mejor seguridad. Esté
seguro que ellos incorporan sistemas de cierre sustanciales. Las cerraduras claves estandares ofrecen un poco de proteccion y pueden ser facilmente
abiertas por intrusos. Si hay paneles de cristal en o cerca de su puerta, los cubren de paneles de policarbonato de modo que ellos no puedan ser rotos
